Your cityscape can be real or imagined or a mixture of the two
-Think of how you can show VARIETY and imagination-can you make a futuristic or 1920’s cityscape for example?
-Can you include some really crazy looking buildings? (see Oscar Niemeyer’s work, in particularly)

	Draw links to 2/3 different architects and experiment with a range of materials, being able to say why you have chosen certain forms and shapes during the CRIT. Experiment with one other technique/process/material for producing a 2D/3D cityscape and tell the group how/why you think this technique was successful or not.

	Constructing your own clay ‘city in a box’:
-to include at least 4 small buildings which sum up YOUR vision of London (based on your existing cityscape)
-these can be real or imaginary
-your cityscape can be as crazy and innovative as you wish!

Evaluate your work by making links to the artists studied and saying how they influenced your cityscape-refer to shape, form, using a variety of key words and materials and processes used.
